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Status of Johnson County Children

Johnson County is home to 143,100 children, and nearly 1 in 3 children are under the age of 6 years, according to 2016
data from the U.S. Census Bureau. Census data and the 2017 Kansas KIDS COUNT report indicate the status of Johnson
County’s children:

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» 27,400 children in Johnson County live in poverty or in low-income (Children Age 0-3 below 100% of Poverty)

households (8,200 and 19,200 children, respectively), according to
2016 Census data. These children are more likely to have worse
health, education, and social outcomes than their more affluent
peers.

> 90% of preghant women receive prenatal care. On a related note,
the infant mortality rate is only 3.54 per 1,000 live births, a lower
rate than in peer counties and Kansas.
