February 3rd: KHAN Meeting Day with Habitat
February 3rd is Habitat’s Dome Day; KHAN is partnering with Habitat to coordinate legislative meetings on February 3rd. There will be no tables or food on February 3rd.
Setting Up a Legislator Visit:
Call the Legislator’s Office number. You will get voicemail or a legislative assistant. Expect to call a few times before you are able to connect with an assistant. 
Request a 10-minute appointment on Feb. 3rd (provide organization name and call-back number). If you are coming in from out-of-town, let them know this is a special trip.
Note that legislative assistants serve multiple legislators, so once you connect with one, ask what other appointments they can help you schedule. 
Or, email the legislator directly for an appointment.
Whether you make the appointment by phone or email, make sure to email your legislator and confirm. After your February 3rd meeting, email your legislator and invite them to join KHAN’s February 17th Hill Day with breakfast and lunch provided.
Sample Script for Setting Up a 10-minute Visit

The National Low Income Housing Coalition estimates that Kansas is missing about 100,000 units of housing for households making about $60,000/year or less. According to the Kansas Wage Survey, Kansans need housing that is priced below $700-1,100/month.
